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Question of the Week:

What three words does Paul use in Ephesians to describe the church? Clue
- they all begin with the letter "B".

2 Peter 1:2-4

"Grace and peace be multiplied to you in the knowledge of God and of Jesus our Lord, as
His divine power has given to us all things that pertain to life and godliness, through the
knowledge of Him who called us by glory and virtue, by which have been given to us
exceedingly great and precious promises, that through these you may be partakers of the
divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust."”

We see in these verses the importance of the knowledge of God. Grace and peace are
multiplied to us, we are given all things that pertain to life and godliness, we become
partakers of the divine nature through the knowledge of God.

Isaiah the prophet says: "Therefore my people have gone into captivity, because they have
no knowledge;..." Why were they in captivity - no knowledge! Hosea the prophet says: "My
people are destroyed for lack of knowledge..." Brothers and sisters freedom and victory
come by knowing the truth. It is not a lack of will power that is holding people in captivity
but a lack of revelation knowledge.

We shared last Sunday about Hagar who was ready to give up because of no water
(Genesis 21:16-19) when there was a well by her all the time. She just couldn't see it until
her eyes were opened. Elisha's servant was filled with fear because of the armies of Syria




(2 Kings 6:15-17). Elisha prayed that the Lord would open his eyes that he may see. "Then
the Lord opened the eyes of the young man, and he saw. And behold, the mountain was
full of horses and chariots of fire all around Elisha."”

We need to have revelation knowledge. We need to have our eyes opened to see what God
has provided for us as His Sons and Daughters. The Apostle Paul prays in Ephesians 1:17-
19 that the church would have revelation knowledge. Let's look at these verses:

"that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give to you the spirit of
wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him, the eyes of your understanding being
enlightened, that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the
glory of His inheritance in the saints, and what is the exceeding greatness of His power
toward us who believe, according to the working of His mighty power..."

What a prayer! Paul realizes that if our eyes are opened and the veils are removed we will
be able to walk in His Calling, His Inheritance, and His Power. He knows this is the key.
Revelation knowledge - the Unveiling of God to us!

Brothers and Sisters we are in the month of August praying this prayer daily over
ourselves, our family, our church, and our community. Also, | want to encourage every
believer connected with The Potter's House Family Worship Center to read the New
Testament in August.

You may say | could never do that. If you read 9 chapters a day you can read the whole New
Testament in 29 days. That is less reading then most newspapers which many people read daily.
We can do it! Let's pursue the knowledge of God!!!
